Installation Instructions

Ultra SS - Volkswagen VR6

(Kit includes crank, alternator and power steering pulleys)

- Loosen lug nuts on passenger side wheel.

- Raise passenger side of vehicle and secure with a safety stand.

- Loosen bolt on the crankshaft pulley do not remove yet.


- Manual Transmission - Have helper put car in 5th gear and hold the brake pedal 
firmly, the

bolt is very tight and will require significant force to loosen.


- Automatic transmission - Remove starter and insert prybar between housing and 
flywheel to

hold flywheel from moving, the bolt is very tight and will require 
significant force to loosen.

- Loosen bolts on the power steering pump pulley but do not remove bolts yet.

- Loosen accessory belt with tensioner just above alternator, install M8 x 1.25 x 50MM long bolt in hole 

of tensioner bracket in turn down until belt is free enough for removal.

- Remove crankshaft pulley and power steering pump pulley. Tap locking key out the stock pulley.

- Place rag over alternator pulley, grasp with pipe wrench or large channel locks, and loosen nut and re-
move pulley.

- Install alternator pulley, use 24MM wrench on flats of new alternator pulley to tension nut. 

- Re-install in power steering pump pulley.

- With a file or grinder remove 1/4” of aluminum, from the top left corner of the pry point, on the 

housing behind the crank pulley. Fit the new pulley to make sure amount removed
from the pry point allows for at least 1/8” clearance for the lightened underdrive pulley.  

- Fit the locking key into the pulley then install crank pulley and tighten bolt hand tight. Locking key

may require slight filing around the top round side of fey.

*Make sure that the crank snout edge has no burrs, if no burrs are present pulley will slip on easily and seat properly. Do not force pulley onto crankshaft, as damage to both will occur voiding the warranty. In the rare case that a pulley is tight clean crank snout (as they can get slightly rusty) with emery cloth until pulley slides on as stated.

- Re-install belt and tighten to factory specifications using bolt.

- Torque accessory pulley bolts to 15 -20 ft-lbs/ 180-240 in-lbs/ 20-27 NM.

- Torque crank pulley bolt to 74 ft-lbs/ 888 in-lbs/ 100 NM  plus an additional 1/4 turn.

- Raise car and remove safety stands then lower car, re-torque lug nuts to factory specification.

- Belt length remains the same as stock.
